Dogs should be exercised before coming into event buildings. PLEASE CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR 
DOG. 
Absolutely No Smoking in Buildings. 
No dogs permitted in any restroom! No cleaning of dog food bowls in restrooms. 
Dogs must be kept out of all flower beds and posted areas. 
Violators will be brought before the Event Committee.
