We want everyone to enjoy our SHOW SITE. We will appreciate your coopera�on in cleaning up
your grooming areas & cleaning up a�er your dogs, both inside & outside the building. Lack of
coopera�on could result in you being asked to leave the premises.
No radios or TVs are to be playing in the building. If anyone wants to listen to music or videos,
headphones must be used.
The Parking Lot will be available to RVs at 12:00 noon on Friday. Early arrivals, appointments must 
be made - contact Marian at (704) 473-1747.
The Show Building will be available to vendors at 10:00 am & to exhibitors at 12:00 pm on Friday.
Dogs are to be removed from the show site following Best in Show judging on Sunday.
1. No smoking is allowed inside the arena building. No alcoholic beverages are allowed on show 

grounds or in parking areas.
2. Exhibitor parking will be designated. There will be a designated area outside the building for 

loading & unloading of dogs & equipment. Signs will be posted. Dogs &/or equipment are not 
allowed through the main lobby glass doors (benchable offense).

3. Exhibitor X-pens will be permi�ed in certain areas outside of the building. Pens must not 
block entrance or exit of doorways or use prime parking areas. X-pens are not allowed in the 
building. No glass containers allowed in the arena building.

4. No baby strollers are permi�ed in the building.
5. Grooming in the building is to be in designated areas only. No dogs are allowed in restrooms. 

Crates are to be stacked.
6. Please limit space in grooming areas. Event Commi�ee reserves the right to consolidate 

grooming areas. Electricity in grooming areas is limited.
7. No dogs allowed in private horse stalls.
8. Concessions (food & drinks) will be available in the arena. No glass containers.
9. The arena building will be locked at 10:00 pm each evening & unlocked at 6:00 am the 

following morning. The Cluster is not responsible for any items le� overnight in the arena 
complex.

10.  Neither the show-giving clubs nor the Superintendent is responsible for any dogs le� in the 
building. The Cluster requires that all dogs le� overnight have a tag properly displayed on the 
crate with the name of a person to contact and a telephone number to call if needed for 
emergency use.

11. To ensure future use of this show site, please help by using the exercise areas provided. For 
dogs exercised outdoors, plas�c clean-up bags will be provided at convenient building exits. 
Please use the clean-up bags.

12. Exhibitors are required to clean up a�er their dogs on the showground facili�es. This includes 
areas where dogs are allowed to relieve themselves on interior walls, trash cans, floor, ring 
equipment, etc. This also includes hair & other grooming remains around the Grooming Area 
& on the Conforma�on Floor.

13. Be advised, an Event Commi�ee hearing will be convened to consider charges and discipline 
individuals failing to observe event guidelines, and/or verbally abusing show/arena personnel. 
Zero Tolerance for Poor Sportsmanship.

14. In case of emergency on show dates, the following cellular phone number will be monitored 
throughout show hours and public address facili�es used to relay emergency messages - (931-

15. No radios or TVs will be allowed playing in the building unless they are used with headphones.
16. We have not rented the Kitchen area or mee�ng room upstairs this year.Please do not enter 

these spaces or use the restrooms just inside the main entrance.There are large public 
restrooms upstairs inside the arena.
